This note is to tell you all of some exciting news that will affect the students in our grade 2/3 classroom this year. We’ve been invited to participate in a program called Roots of Empathy (ROE). This program teaches children about feelings, their own feelings, and the feelings of others. Once every three weeks, a baby and his/her parent will visit the classroom. The students will watch the baby grow over the school year. The students will predict and cheer when their ROE baby reaches the ‘developmental milestones’ of the first year. The ROE instructor (me) coaches the students in observing the baby and reading the cues the baby is gives as to how the baby is feeling. This skill of being able to understand how other people feel is called empathy. The ROE instructor (me) visits the class before and after each family visit to prepare and reinforce teachings using specialized lesson plans for each visit. We’re excited that we have been chosen to participate in the Roots of Empathy, and we hope you are, too.
